ShIs go Free-Range

Schools across Halton in Cheshire have banned
battery chicken eggs to combat animal cruelty.
All kitchens owned by Halton Borough Council will
from now on serve only free-range eggs. Further
planned initiatives include purchasing locally-
sourced produce and sourcing non-battery farmed
meat and poultry. Clir Phil Harris, the council’s
board member for school meals, said: ‘This shows
that we are taking the treatment of chickens
seriously at Halton.” Contact Animal Aid for a
copy of our Compassionate Charter for councils.

Canadian Seal Cull

This March will see the resumption of the annual
Canadian seal hunt on the sea-ice off the coast
of Newfoundland. The young harp and hooded
seals are killed primarily for their fur, which is sold
in European and Russian fur markets. This year’s
quota has yet to be announced but in 2007, the
killing of 270,000 was sanctioned. Animal Aid youth
members are collecting signatures for a petition
calling on the Canadian Government to end the
slaughter of seals.

Ready Steady Cook...

Practical cookery lessons are to be made compulsory in
England’s secondary schools as part of the Government’s
strategy to fight obesity.

All 11 to 14 year old pupils will be taught to cook for an hour a
week for a minimum of one term. Children will learn how to prepare
at least one healthy meal and will also study diet, nutrition,
hygiene and food shopping. Cookery lessons used to be an integral
part of Domestic Science or Home Economics but fell into decline
with the introduction
of Food Technology
and the national
curriculum in 1992,
Although funding,
staffing and time-
tabling requirements
may create problems
for some schools, this
must be seen as a
welcome development,
given the dire state of
many children’s diets.
The Animal Aid
Education Department
can supply speakers
to present talks on
vegetarian nutrition
and/or give cookery
demonstrations.

The winning entries will be displayed at a London event on
12 July, where TV presenter Wendy Turner-Webster will award the
prizes.
